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Hot Weather: The True Culprit Behind Car-Battery Trouble

Excessive heat and overcharging are the two main reasons for shortened battery life.
Heat causes battery fluid to evaporate, damaging the internal structure of the battery.
A malfunctioning component in the charging system, usually the voltage regulator,
allows too high a charging rate. That's slow death for a battery.

To get the most life out of your battery this summer, we suggest the following:

 Be sure the electrical system is charging at the correct rate; overcharging
can damage a battery as quickly as undercharging.

 If your battery is the type that needs to he topped off, check it regularly,
especially in hot weather. Add distilled water when necessary.

< Always replace a battery with one that's rated at least as high as the one
originally specified.

< Keep the top of the battery clean. Dirt becomes a conductor, which drains battery
power. Further, as corrosion accumulates on battery terminals it becomes an
insulator, inhibiting current flow.

Cold Facts About Your Cooling System

The system that cools your vehicle’s engine is much like a river: it flows constantly,
circulating fluid through passageways in the engine, absorbing heat and cooling it.
After the fluid leaves the engine, it passes through a heat exchanger (your radiator),
which transfers the heat from the fluid to the air blowing through the radiator. But
much like a river, this fluid picks up and absorbs a lot of sediment along the way. If
not periodically flushed, these contaminants can eventually corrode your radiator,
creating permanent damage.

At Eagle Xpress, we recommend that you change your antifreeze annually and have
your radiator flushed every 30,000 miles. Right now we’re offering a cooling system
special, which includes a complete flush of your system and new antifreeze.

Fuel-saving driving tips

Don't be an aggressive driver — Aggressive driving can lower gas mileage by
as much as 33 percent on the highway and 5 percent on city streets, which results
in 7 to 49 cents per gallon.

Avoid excessive idling — Sitting idle gets zero miles per gallon. Letting the
vehicle warm up for one to two minutes is sufficient.

Observe the speed limit — Gas mileage decreases rapidly at speeds above
60 mph. Each mph driven over 60 will result in an additional 10 cents per gallon.
To maintain a constant speed on the highway, cruise control is recommended.

Combining errands into one trip saves gas and time — Several short trips
taken from a cold start can use twice as much fuel as a longer multipurpose trip
covering the same distance.

Avoid carrying unneeded heavy items in the truck — An extra 100 pounds
can cut fuel efficiency by a percent or two.

THE QUICK PRE-TRIP CHECKUP

Before you hit the road this summer, we offer three easy
suggestions that can help reduce the chances of costly and
possibly dangerous road trouble:

CHECK ALL FLUIDS

Your vehicle contains several types of fluids that require attention.
These include: engine oil; power steering, brake and transmission
fluids; windshield wiper solvent and antifreeze/coolant. Take a few
minutes to check the levels of all these fluids to help ensure a worry-
free trip.

CHECK HOSES AND BELTS

A failing belt can bring your trip to an abrupt stop, affecting the
electrical system, power steering, air conditioning and cooling system.
Inspect all hoses and belts, and it’s a good idea to be proactive and
replace all that are in marginal condition.

CHECK THE TIRES

Check tire inflation and inspect the tread for uneven wear, indicating
the need for wheel alignment. Also look for bulges and bald spots.
